The DC version of the PIX-21 is meant to be used only in motor
vehicles with a 12-volt negative ground electrical system.

Power to the cigarette lighter should be present with the ignition key in
the “off” position.

For error messages E1 through E4, turn off the power before checking to see
that the carriage is not stuck or jammed.
